1. Work Proposal

A. Contract and Work. If this Contract is accepted,
Bidder proposes and agrees that Bidder shall, at its sole cost
and expense, provide, perform, and complete, in the manner
specified and described, and upon the terms and conditions
set forth, in this Contract and Owner’s written notification of
acceptance in the form included in this bound set of
documents, all of the following, all of which is herein referred to
as the “Work”:

1. Labor, Equipment, Materials and Supplies. Provide,
perform, and complete, in the manner specified and
described in this Contract/Proposal, all necessary
work, labor, services, transportation, equipment,
materials, supplies, information, data, and other
means and items necessary for the clearing of +/- 5
acres of all trees, buckthorn, and brush except certain
healthy specimen trees designated to remain, as well
as initial and recurring herbicide treatments to prevent
the re-emergence of buckthorn and other woody
invasive species at the described Work Site in
Appendix D (the “Work Site”);

2. Permits. Procure and furnish all permits, licenses, and
other governmental approvals and authorizations
necessary in connection therewith;

3. Bonds and Insurance. Procure and furnish all bonds
and all insurance certificates specified in this
Contract;

4. Taxes. Pay all applicable federal, state, and local

taxes;

5. Miscellaneous. Do all other things required of Bidder
by this Contract; and

6. Quality. Provide, perform, and complete all of the
foregoing in a proper and workmanlike manner,
consistent with highest standards of professional and
construction practices, in full compliance with, and as
required by or pursuant, to this Contract, and with the
greatest economy, efficiency, and expedition
consistent therewith, with only new, undamaged, and
first quality equipment, materials, and supplies.

B. Performance Standards. If this Contract is accepted,
Bidder proposes and agrees that all Work shall be fully
provided, performed, and completed in accordance with the
specifications and drawings attached hereto as Appendices B
through D and by this reference made a part of this Contract.
No provision of any referenced standard, specification, manual
or code shall change the duties and responsibilities of Owner
or Bidder from those set forth in this Contract. Whenever any
equipment, materials, or supplies are specified or described in
this Contract by using the name or other identifying feature of a
proprietary product or the name or other identifying feature of a
particular manufacturer or vendor, the specific item mentioned
shall be understood as establishing the type, function, and
quality desired. Other manufacturers’ or vendors’ products may
be accepted, provided that the products proposed are
equivalent in substance and function to those named as
determined by Owner in its sole and absolute discretion.

C. Responsibility for Damage or Loss. If this Contract is
accepted, Bidder proposes and agrees that Bidder shall be
responsible and liable for, and shall promptly and without
charge to Owner repair or replace, damage done to, and any
loss or injury suffered by, Owner, the Work, the Work Site, or
other property or persons as a result of the Work.

D. Inspection/Testing/Rejection. Owner shall have the
right to inspect all or any part of the Work and to reject all or
any part of the Work that is, in Owner’s judgment, defective or
damaged or that in any way fails to conform strictly to the
requirements of this Contract and Owner, without limiting its
other rights or remedies, may require correction or
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replacement at Bidder's cost, perform or have performed all
Work necessary to complete or correct all or any part of the
Work that is defective, damaged, or nonconforming and charge
Bidder with any excess cost incurred thereby, or cancel all or
any part of any order or this Contract. Work so rejected may be
returned or held at Bidder’s expense and risk.

2. Contract Price Proposal

If this Contract is accepted, Bidder proposes, and agrees,
that Bidder shall take in full payment for all Work and other
matters set forth under Section 1 above, including overhead
and profit; taxes, contributions, and premiums; and
compensation to all subcontractors and suppliers, the
compensation set forth below.

A. Schedule of Prices. For providing, performing, and
completing all Work, the sum of the products resulting from
multiplying the actual number of acceptable units of Unit Price
ltems listed below incorporated into the Work by the Unit Price
set forth below for such Unit Price Item.

B. Basis for Determining Prices. It
understood and agreed that:

1. All prices stated in the Schedule of Prices are firm
and shall not be subject to escalation or change;

2. Owner is not subject to state or local sales, use, and
excise taxes, that no such taxes are included in the
Schedule of Prices, and that all claim or right to claim
any additional compensation by reason of the
payment of any such tax is hereby waived and
released;

3. All other applicable federal, state, and local taxes of
every kind and nature applicable to the Work are
included in the Schedule of Prices;

4. The approximate quantities set forth in the Schedule
of Prices for each Unit Price Iltem are Owner’s
estimate only, that Owner reserves the right to
increase or decrease such quantities, that payment
for each Unit Price ltem shall be made only on the
actual number of acceptable units of such Unit Price
ltem installed complete in place in full compliance with
this Contract/Proposal, and that all claim or right to
dispute or complain of any such estimated quantity, or
to assert that there was any misunderstanding in
regard to the nature or amount of any Unit Price Item
to be provided or performed, is hereby waived and
released; and

5. Any items of Work not specifically listed or referred to
in the Schedule of Prices, or not specifically included
for payment under any Unit Price ltem, shall be
deemed incidental to the Contract Price, shall not be
measured for payment, and shall not be paid for
separately except as incidental to the Contract Price,
including without limitation extraordinary equipment
repair, the cost of transportation, packing, cartage,
and containers, the cost of preparing schedules and
submittals, the cost or rental of small tools or

buildings, the cost of utilites and sanitary
conveniences, and any portion of the time of Bidder,
its superintendents, or its office and engineering staff.

C. Time of Payment. It is expressly understood and
agreed that all payments shall be made no later than 30 days
after the completion of the successful inspection provided in
Section 1.2 of the Project Specifications contained in
Appendix B. All payments may be subject to deduction or
setoff by reason of any failure of Bidder to perform under this
Contract/Proposal.

3. Contract Time

If this Contract is accepted, Bidder proposes and agrees
that Bidder shall commence the Work within 10 days after
Owner’s acceptance of the Contract provided Bidder shall have
furnished to Owner all bonds and all insurance certificates
specified in this Contract (the “Commencement Date”). If this
Contract is accepted, Bidder proposes and agrees that Bidder
shall perform the Work diligently and continuously and shall
complete the Work no later than the dates specified in Section
1.2 of the Project Specifications contained in Appendix B.

4. Financial Assurance

A. Insurance. If this Contract is accepted, Bidder
proposes and agrees that Bidder shall provide certificates of
insurance evidencing the minimum insurance coverage and
limits set forth below within 10 days after Owner’s acceptance
of this Contract. Such insurance shall be in form, and from
companies, acceptable to Owner and shall name Owner,
including its elected and appointed officials, its officers,
employees, agents, attorneys, consultants, and
representatives, as Additional Insured on a primary and non-
contributory basis. The insurance coverage and limits set forth
below shall be deemed to be minimum coverage and limits and
shall not be construed in any way as a limitation on Bidder’s
duty to carry adequate insurance or on Bidder’s liability for
losses or damages under this Contract. The minimum
insurance coverage and limits that shall be maintained at all
times while providing, performing, or completing the Work are
as follows:

1. Workers’ Compensation and Employer’s Liability

Limits shall not be less than:
Worker's Compensation: Statutory

Employer’s Liability: $500,000 each accident-injury;
$500,000 each employee-disease; $500,000 disease-
policy.

Such insurance shall evidence that coverage applies
to the State of lllinois and provide a waiver of
subrogation in favor of Owner.

2. Commercial Motor Vehicle Liability

Limits for vehicles owned, non-owned or rented shall
not be less than $1,000,000 Bodily Injury and
Property Damage Combined Single Limit

3. Commercial General Liability
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Limits shall not be less than $1,000,000 Bodily Injury
and Property Damage Combined Single Limit.
Coverage is to be written on an “occurrence” basis.
Coverage to include:

- Premises Operations

- Products/Completed Operations

- Independent Contractors

- Personal Injury (with Employment Exclusion
deleted)

- Broad Form Property Damage Endorsement

- X *Cand “U”

- Contractual Liability

Contractual Liability coverage shall
include the indemnification set forth below.

4. Owners and Contractors Protective Liability

Limits shall not be less than $1,000,000 Bodily Injury
and Property Damage Combined Single Limit.
Coverage is to be written on an “occurrence” basis.

5. Environmental Impairment/Pollution Liability

Limits shall not be less than $1,000,000 combined
single limit for bodily injury, property damage and
remediation costs. Coverage is to be written on an
“occurrence” basis.

6. Umbrella Liability

Limits shall not be less than $2,000,000 Bodily Injury
and Property Damage Combined Single Limit. This
Coverage shall apply in excess of the limits stated in
the foregoing subsections of this Section 4(A).

B. Indemnification. If this Contract is accepted, Bidder
proposes and agrees that Bidder shall indemnify, save
harmless, and defend Owner against all damages, liability,
claims, losses, and expenses (including attorneys’ fees) that
may arise, or be alleged to have arisen, out of or in connection
with Bidder’s performance of, or failure to perform, the Work or
any part thereof, or any failure to meet the representations and
warranties set forth in Section 6 of this Contract.

C. Penalties. If this Contract is accepted, Bidder
proposes and agrees that Bidder shall be solely liable for any
fines or civil penalties that are imposed by any governmental or
quasi-governmental agency or body that may arise, or be
alleged to have arisen, out of or in connection with Bidder's
performance of, or failure to perform, the Work or any part
thereof.

5. Firm Contract

All prices and other terms stated in this Contract are firm
and shall not be subject to withdrawal, escalation, or change
provided Owner accepts this Contract within 45 days after the
date the bidder’s contract proposal is opened.

6. Bidder’s Representations and Warranties

To induce Owner to accept this Contract, Bidder hereby
represents and warrants as follows:

A. The Work. The Work, and all of its components, (1)
shall be of merchantable quality; (2) shall be free from any
latent or patent defects and flaws in workmanship, materials,
and design; (3) shall strictly conform to the requirements of this
Contract, including without limitation the performance
standards set forth in Section 1(B) of this Contract; and (4)
shall be fit, sufficient, and suitable for the purposes expressed
in, or reasonably inferred from, this Contract and the
warranties expressed herein shall be in addition to any other
warranties expressed or implied by law, which are hereby
reserved unto Owner. If this Contract is accepted, Bidder
proposes and agrees that as part of Bidder's warranty
obligations under this Contract, shall provide, perform, and
complete all post-installation service, maintenance, and
inspection Work as specified and associated Work. Bidder,
promptly and without charge, shall correct any failure to fulfill
the above warranty at any time within one year after final
payment or such longer period as may be prescribed in the
performance standards set forth in Section 1(B) of this
Contract or by law. The above warranty shall be extended
automatically to cover all repaired and replacement parts and
labor provided or performed under such warranty and Bidder’'s
obligation to correct Work shall be extended for a period of two
years from the date of such repair or replacement. The time
period established in this Section 6(A) relates only to the
specific obligation of Bidder to correct Work and shall not be
construed to establish a period of limitation with respect to
other obligations that Bidder has under this Contract.

B. Compliance with Laws. The Work, and all of its
components, shall be provided, performed, and completed in
compliance with, and Bidder agrees to be bound by, all
applicable federal, state, and local laws, orders, rules, and
regulations, as they may be modified or amended from time to
time, including without limitation the lllinois Prevailing Wage
Act, 820 ILCS 130/0.01 et seq. and any other prevailing wage
laws; any statutes requiring preference to laborers of specified
classes; the lllinois Steel Products Procurement Act, 30 ILCS
565/1 et seq.; any statutes prohibiting discrimination because
of, or requiring affirmative action based on, race, creed, color,
national origin, age, sex, or other prohibited classification; and
any statutes regarding safety or the performance of the Work.

C. Prevailing Wage Act. The Village’s assessment is that
this Contract does not call for the construction or demolition of
a “public work,” within the meaning of the lllinois Prevailing
Wage Act, 820 ILCS 130/0.01 et seq. (the "Act"), and therefore
that the Act does not apply to the Work to be performed
pursuant to this contract. However, nothing in this Notice will
be deemed to relieve the successful Bidder of its own
obligation, pursuant to the Contract, to ensure that the Work is
provided, performed, and completed in accordance with all
applicable statutes, ordinances, rules, and regulations and, in
furtherance thereof, to make its own determination which laws
are applicable to the Work and the Contract. The Village
hereby notifies all bidders that, if the lllinois Prevailing Wage
Act applies to the Work, the Bidder must pay not less than the
prevailing rate of wages to all laborers, workers and mechanics
performing the Work. If the lllinois Department of Labor revises
the prevailing rate of hourly wages to be paid, the revised rate
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shall apply to the Contract. The prevailing rate of wages can be
found on the IDOL website:

D. Not Barred. Bidder is not barred by law from
contracting with Owner or with any other unit of state or local
government as a result of (i) a violation of either Section 33E-3
or Section 33E-4 of Article 33 of the Criminal Code of 1961,
720 ILCS 5/33E-1 et seq.; or (ii) a violation of the USA Patriot
Act of 2001, 107 Public Law 56 (October 26, 2001) (the “Patriot
Act”) or other statutes, orders, rules, and regulations of the
United States government and its various executive
departments, agencies and offices related to the subject matter
of the Patriot Act, including, but not limited to, Executive Order
13224 effective September 24, 2001. Bidder is not acting,
directly or indirectly, for or on behalf of any person, group,
entity or nation named by the United States Treasury
Department as a Specially Designated National and Blocked
Person, or for or on behalf of any person, group, entity or
nation designated in Presidential Executive Order 13224 as a
person who commits, threatens to commit, or supports
terrorism; and Bidder is not engaged in this transaction directly
or indirectly on behalf of, or facilitating this transaction directly
or indirectly on behalf of, any such person, group, entity or
nation.

E. Qualified. Bidder has the requisite experience, ability,
capital, facilities, plant, organization, and staff to enable Bidder
to perform the Work successfully and promptly and to
commence and complete the Work within the Contract Price
and Contract Time set forth above.

7. Acknowledgements

In submitting this Contract, Bidder acknowledges and
agrees that:

A. Reliance. Owner is relying on all warranties,
representations, and statements made by Bidder in this
Contract.

B. Reservation of Rights. Owner reserves the right to
reject any and all proposals, reserves the right to reject the low
price proposal, and reserves such other rights as are set forth
in the Instructions to Bidders.

C. Acceptance. If this Contract is accepted, Bidder shall
be bound by each and every term, condition, or provision
contained in this Contract and in Owner’s written notification of
acceptance in the form included in this bound set of
documents.

D. Remedies. Each of the rights and remedies reserved
to Owner in this Contract shall be cumulative and additional to
any other or further remedies provided in law or equity or in
this Contract.

E. Time. Time is of the essence for this Contract and,
except where stated otherwise, references in this Contract to
days shall be construed to refer to calendar days.

F. No Waiver. No examination, inspection, investigation,
test, measurement, review, determination, decision, certificate,
or approval by Owner, whether before or after Owner's
acceptance of this Contract; nor any information or data
supplied by Owner, whether before or after Owner’s
acceptance of this Contract; nor any order by Owner for the
payment of money; nor any payment for, or use, possession,
or acceptance of, the whole or any part of the Work by Owner;
nor any extension of time granted by Owner; nor any delay by
Owner in exercising any right under this Contract; nor any
other act or omission of Owner shall constitute or be deemed
to be an acceptance of any defective, damaged, or
nonconforming Work, nor operate to waive or otherwise
diminish the effect of any representation or warranty made by
Bidder; or of any requirement or provision of this Contract; or of
any remedy, power, or right of Owner.

G. Severability. The provisions of this Contract/ Proposal
shall be interpreted when possible to sustain their legality and
enforceability as a whole. In the event any provision of this
Contract shall be held invalid, illegal, or unenforceable by a
court of competent jurisdiction, in whole or in part, neither the
validity of the remaining part of such provision, nor the validity
of any other provisions of this Contract shall be in any way
affected thereby.

H. Amendments. No modification, addition, deletion,
revision, alteration, or other change to this Contract shall be
effective unless and until such change is reduced to writing
and executed and delivered by Owner and Bidder, except that
Owner has the right, by written order executed by Owner, to
make changes in the Work (“Change Order”). If any Change
Order causes an increase or decrease in the amount of the
Work, then an equitable adjustment in the Contract Price or
Contract Time may be made. No decrease in the amount of the
Work caused by any Change Order shall entitle Bidder to make
any claim for damages, anticipated profits, or other
compensation.

. Assignment. Neither this Contract, nor any interest
herein, shall be assigned or subcontracted, in whole or in part,
by Bidder except upon the prior written consent of Owner.

J.  Governing Law. This Contract, and the rights of the
parties under this Contract shall be interpreted according to the
internal laws, but not the conflict of law rules, of the State of
lllinois. Every provision of law required by law to be inserted
into this Contract/Proposal shall be deemed to be inserted
herein.

1 Overview

1.1 Description. This Contract consists of the winning Bidder (“Contractor’) clearing +/- 5 acres
of all trees, buckthorn, and brush except certain healthy specimen trees designated to
remain in the Project Drawings (Appendix D), as well as initial and recurring herbicide
treatments to prevent the re-emergence of buckthorn and other woody invasive species

(Appendix C).

2 Project Management.
2.1 Basis of Payment. The activities described in this Section are incidental to other Work and
shall be accomplished by Contractor at no additional cost to Owner.
2.2 Crew Chief. The Contractor shall designate a Crew Chief to coordinate the project on behalf

of the Contractor. This person shall be on site at all times when Contractor is performing the
Work. The Crew Chief must have at least three years’ experience overseeing invasive tree
and shrub control projects in natural areas. The Crew Chief must be fluent in English.

2.3 Notification. Notify the Village’s designated contact no later than 24 hours before the start of
any work. Notify the Village’s designated contact immediately in the event of any pesticide
spillage; fuel spillage; injury; death; or property damage.

2.4 Submittals. At least two business days prior to the commencement of Work, provide the
following materials to the Village’s designated contact for review. Supplement these
submittals promptly if they are no longer fully descriptive as to Contractor’s operations and/or
the Work:

241 A list of herbicides, surfactants, water conditioners, dyes, pH balancers, and other
chemicals and adjuvants to be used for implementation of this project.

2.4.2  Proof of current State of lllinois licensure for all herbicide applicators and operators.

2.4.3  Proof of current ISA Certified Arborist credential for any arborist responsible for any
pruning, branch tie back, tree removal, root pruning, and fertilizing.

244 Resume and credentials for the Crew Chief evidencing at least three years’
experience overseeing invasive tree and shrub control projects in natural areas.

Basis of Payment. Payment for the activities in this Section shall be provided at the per acre
rate listed in Appendix A for Item 1. Clearing and the initial herbicide treatment occur
concurrently and are subject to one combined unit rate.

Timeline. Work must commence no later than December 15, 2021, weather permitting,
unless otherwise directed by Owner.

Methods.
Signage. Post “Caution — Work Area,” “Tree Work Ahead,” or “Construction Area”

signs on any trails and/or roads within 200 feet of the outer boundary of the daily
work area. Conform signage to MUTCD and IDOT specifications.

All stems greater than 2 feet tall shall be cut level (horizontal) at a height of
no more than 2 inches above the soil surface. All stems in standing water
and or ice shall be cut level at a height of 4 inches above the water or ice
surface. All stems shall be cut horizontally flat.

All cutting shall be by hand. Hand clearing includes the use of chain saws,
brush clearing saws, or handsaws. Examples of prohibited methods
include shears, fellar bunchers, and forestry mowers attached to rubber-
tracked skid-steers or tracked excavators. (This Section 3.4.2.2 does not
apply if Alternate A is accepted; see Section 4 below.)

Remove Debris From Village. The ultimate disposal of woody debris is
the responsibility of Contractor. All debris, chips, logs, slash, etc. must be
removed from the corporate limits of the Village no later than the date
specified for completion of clearing work unless otherwise directed by
Owner. Any disposal must be in accordance with law; see Section 6(B) of
the Contract. At the Contractor’s option, some or all woody debris may be
disposed of at no charge at Owner’s landscape waste collection site at 640
Rockland Road. Contractor must adhere to the posted rules and hours for
this facility and is solely responsible for loading, hauling, unloading, and all
other labor and equipment necessary to dispose of woody debris at this
facility.

Temporary Brush Piles. All brush shall be stockpiled and moved to the
gravel service road on the north side of the project area or as otherwise
directed by Owner. Brush piles shall not exceed 8 feet in height and 6 feet
in diameter. Brush piles shall be placed in low ground fuel areas of minimal
leaf litter and open canopy away from public trails and recreation features.

Chipping. Chipping is acceptable for woody debris. Staging of chipping
equipment shall be confined to Route 176, the gravel service road on the
north side of the project area, or in areas otherwise determined by Owner.
In no event shall chipping operations interfere with use of trails, parking
lots, or roadways. Chips shall not be stockpiled at the Work Site or on
Owner’s property.

Log Hauling. All trunks 14 inches or greater not chipped shall be
stockpiled along the gravel right-of-way adjacent to Route 176 for pickup or
in areas otherwise determined by Owner. Contractor shall provide their
own log loader and semi-truck for hauling. Any hauling operations or roads
must avoid: tree protection areas; a 100 foot buffer from any wetland or
stream edge; and any wet depressions.
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3.4.3.5 No Open Burning. The Lake Bluff Fire Department will not authorize open
or brush pile burning on-site due to the Work’s proximity to Route 176 /
Rockland Road. Burning is generally prohibited within the Village.

4 Alternate A: Mechanical Clearing

The following provisions apply in the event that Alternate A is accepted, which allows
for the use of mechanical clearing methods in addition to hand clearing.

Mechanical methods include shears, fellar bunchers, and forestry mowers attached to
rubber-tracked skid-steers or tracked excavators. All mechanical equipment shall be rubber
tracked unless otherwise approved prior to use by the Owner and shall have a ground
pressure rating of less than 9.0 psi. Mechanical equipment shall not be used in wetland
areas that are not frozen.

Any forestry mowing equipment must be in good repair with no blades or teeth missing and
reasonably sharp to cut woody stems to produce the desired results.

No forestry mowing equipment may be used to remove buckthorn with ripe berries to
prevent dispersion.

Regardless of whether hand or mechanical clearing methods are used, woody debris is not
to be left as slash and must be removed from the Work Site (see Section 3.4.3).

Hand clear only in tree protection areas (See Section 5).

5 Tree Protection During Clearing Operations.

Goal. The project goal is to protect all trees designated to remain at all times from
compaction of the soil; damage of any kind to trunks, bark, branches, leaves and roots of all
plants; and contamination of the soil, bark or leaves with construction materials, debris, silt,
fuels, oils, and any chemical substance. The Work is subject to the Village’s Tree Ordinance
in addition to the specifications provided herein.

Basis of Payment. The activities described in this Section are incidental to other Work and
shall be accomplished by Contractor at no additional cost to Owner.

Timeline. The following protective measures must be established prior to the
commencement of clearing activities and must be maintained until the end of clearing
activities.

Methods.

5.4.1 Tree and plant protection areas consist of a radius around each tree, shrub, or
herbaceous plant to be maintained equal to the crown dripline or radius designated
by Owner. Avoid all use of vehicles, machinery, and material storage in these areas.
Hand clear only in tree protection areas (if Alternate A is accepted).

5.4.2 Tree protection fencing shall be provided around the tree and plant protection
area for all tree groupings. Provide heavy-duty orange plastic mesh fencing fabric at
42 inches tall. Anchor fencing to metal “U” or “T” posts driven into the ground
sufficiently deep to hold the fabric solidly in place without sagging. Owner may
request, at any time, additional posts, deeper post depths, or additional fabric
attachments if the fabric begins to sag, lean or otherwise not present a sufficient
barrier to access. Attach “TREE AND PLANT PROTECTION AREA - KEEP OUT”
signs at not less than 50 foot intervals along each fence line.

5.4.3  Trunk protection shall be provided for any and all trees that must remain outside of
tree protection fencing. Protect each trunk to remain with a ring of 8 foot long, 2 inch
by 6 inch planks loosely banded onto the tree with 3 steel bands.

544  Soil compaction due to construction equipment and access shall be mitigated in
the following manner or as otherwise approved by Owner.
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5.4.4.1 In all tree and plant protection areas, provide a minimum 5 inch depth of
wood chips or mulch.

5.4.4.2 In areas where foot traffic or materials storage is unavoidable, provide a
layer of filter fabric below wood chips or mulch.

5.4.4.3 In areas where light vehicle traffic is unavoidable, provide a layer of
geogrids under 8 inches of wood chips or mulch. Light vehicle traffic
consists of a skid steer with a ground pressure of 4 psi or lighter.

5.4.4.4 In areas where all other vehicle traffic is unavoidable, provide a layer of
geogrids under 8-12 inches of wood chips or mulch. Provide matting over
wood chips or mulch. Matting shall be heavy duty wooden or composite
mats designed for vehicle loading over tree roots.

5.4.5 Tying back and pruning. Tree branches that interfere with the construction may be
tied back or pruned to clear only to the point necessary to complete the work. Other
branches shall only be removed when specifically indicated by the Owner. Tying
back or trimming of all branches and the cutting of roots shall be in accordance with
accepted arboricultural practices (ANSI A300, part 8) and be performed under
supervision of an accredited arborist.

6 Damage to Existing Trees Designated to Remain.

The following provisions apply in the event that Contractor damages or destroys any
existing tree designated to remain during the Work.

Required Replacement of Damaged Trees. Replacement is required if tree damage affects
more than 25% of the crown, 25% of the trunk circumference, 25% of the root protection
area; or if the tree is damaged in such a manner that the tree could develop into a hazard.

Replacement Ratio. Any trees or plants designated to remain which are damaged by
Contractor shall be replaced in kind by the Contractor at Contractor’s sole expense.
Replacements shall be at a ratio of 2 inches diameter at breast height (dbh) for each 1 inch
dbh cut, and all replacement plantings shall be guaranteed for 1 year from the date of
replacement. If a replacement planting dies within the first year of growth, Contractor shall
replace the planting and guarantee it for 1 year from the date of replacement. Replacements
shall be of a similar or higher quality species in the sole discretion of Owner.

Removal of Damaged Trees. Any tree that is determined to be dead, damaged, or
potentially hazardous by Owner shall be immediately removed at no additional expense to
owner pursuant to these specifications.

Remediation of Damaged Trees Not Requiring Replacement. Trees that are damaged
that do not require replacement shall be subject to remediation as directed by Owner’s
qualified arborist. Remedial work shall include, but is not limited to: soil compaction
remediation and vertical mulching, pruning and or cabling, insect and disease control
including injections, compensatory watering, additional mulching, and tree growth regulators
(TGR). Remedial work may extend for up to two years following the completion of the Work.

7 Herbicide Treatments.

The following provisions apply to all herbicide applications during the Work.

All herbicides shall be applied according to the manufactures label specifications. All
herbicides shall be applied with a non-ionic surfactant. All herbicide mixes shall include a dye
to identify where herbicide has been applied. Extreme caution shall be used to prevent over-
application of herbicides and non-target kill. Aquatic approved herbicides shall be used
where applicable according to label specifications.

Contractor shall not apply herbicide if precipitation is expected within the window of time that
the herbicide mix is considered rainfast (consult herbicide and surfactant labels and
recommendations) or if heavy precipitation has resulted in an extremely wet soil surface (i.e.

snow, standing water or puddles on the soil surface). Application shall be postponed until the
next period of time when conditions are appropriate for herbicide application. If snow
amounts cover the cut stump no herbicide application shall occur unless the snow is
removed down to the ground surface. If weather conditions are questionable, the decision to
proceed shall be at Owner’s sole discretion.

Herbicides shall be applied by a State of lllinois licensed applicator or licensed operator
working under the direct (on site) supervision of a licensed applicator.

No herbicides shall be mixed on Owner’s property.

Have on site copies of all chemical labels and Safety Data Sheets that are used to fulfill the
Work.

Herbicides shall be handled in OSHA/NIOSH approved containers only.

A supply of chemical absorbent shall be maintained at the Work Sites. Any chemical spills
shall be cleaned up and reported to Owner immediately.

8 Initial Herbicide Treatment.

Goal. The project goal is 100% control of all resprouts of stems cut during the Project’s
clearing operations with herbicide application.

Basis of Payment. Payment for the activities in this Section shall be provided at the per acre
rate listed in Appendix A for Item 1. Clearing and the initial herbicide treatment occur
concurrently and are subject to one combined unit rate.

Timeline. Herbicide application must commence concurrent with clearing operations.
Methods.

8.4.1 For cut stumps of all invasive species excluding Lonicera spp. and Robinia
pseudoacacia, Contractor shall use a 25% solution of Triclopyr herbicide (e.g.,
Garlon 4) in basal oil, as per label specification. Diesel fuel, fuel oils, and kerosene
may not be used as carriers for cut stump herbicide treatments.

8.4.2  For basal bark application, the Contractor shall use a 5% solution of Triclopyr
herbicide (e.g., Garlon 4) in basal oil, as per label specification. Apply in complete
rings around trunks or stems 2 to 12 inches above ground.

8.4.3  Only for cut stumps of Lonicera spp. contractor shall use a 50% to 100% solution of
a Glyphosate active ingredient herbicide (e.g., Round-Up, Ranger Pro, AQquamaster
etc.)

8.4.4  Only for cut stumps of Robinia pseudoacacia contractor shall use a 10% solution of
a Clopyralid active ingredient herbicide in water (e.g., Transline, Stinger, etc.).

8.4.5  All herbicide for cut stump application shall be applied to the cambium adjacent to
the outer bark on freshly cut stumps — stumps shall be treated IMMEDIATELY
(within 30 minutes) after cutting.

8.4.6  The herbicide application used on cut stumps shall be a wick or sponge
application, no exceptions.

9 Growing Season Herbicide Treatment.

Goal. The project goal is 100% control of all resprouts of stems cut during the Project’s
clearing operations with foliar herbicide application.

Basis of Payment. Payment for the activities in this Section shall be provided at the per acre
rate listed in Appendix A for Item 2 and, if Bid Alternate B is accepted, Items B1 and B2 in
subsequent years.

Timeline.

9.3.1 There shall be at least one follow-up application of herbicide to any
resprouts/regrowth of invasive species during the summer following the initial cutting

and stump/basal bark herbicide application. The initial resprout and small stem
herbicide treatment provided by this Section shall be completed by July 1. Failure
to complete this initial application by this date will result in the Owner
withholding payment for any work that is not completed by this deadline. If the
there are no live invasive species specified in Appendix C observed upon
inspection after the initial resprout treatment, the Owner will approve successful
completion of the Contract.

9.3.2 Ifless than 100% removal is achieved, additional re-sprout / small stem treatment(s)
shall occur. Any additional re-sprout / small stem treatment(s) must be completed by
July 1. Completion of the entire project shall be accomplished by July 30 and no
live invasive species specified in Appendix C shall remain. Failure to complete
this Contract in its entirety by this date shall result in the Owner withholding
payment for any work not completed by this deadline. No exceptions shall be
made.

9.3.3 If Bid Alternate B is accepted, provide recurring annual growing season treatments
each summer and additionally as may be required, all as described in this Section.

Methods.

9.4.1 For all treatments under this Section, herbicide shall be applied to growing leaves.
Caution must be taken to avoid over-application and runoff.

9.4.2  The Contractor shall initiate follow-up foliar application when resprout growth has
reached a height of 3-6 inches and enough leaf tissue is present to apply herbicide.
It is critical that Contractor treat resprouts before they exceed the 3-6 inch range in
height. Herbicide applications made after this stage become more difficult, utilize
more herbicide, and are much more likely to impact non-target species.

9.4.3  The Contractor shall initiate small stem foliar application when plant growth has
resulted in enough leaf tissue to effectively apply the herbicide.

9.4.4  The herbicide application used on re-sprouts of all species except Robinia
pseudoacacia and Lonicera sp. shall be a foliar application of 5% solution of
aquatic-approved Triclopyr (e.g., Garlon 3A) in water, as per label specifications.

9.4.5  Robinia pseudoacacia re-sprouts shall be foliar applied with a 0.75% solution of
Clopyralid in water, as per label specifications.

9.4.6 Lonicera sp. re-sprouts shall be foliar applied with 5% solution of Glyphosphate
(e.g., Round-Up, Ranger Pro, Aquamaster etc.), as per label specifications.

9.4.7  For all follow-up treatments herbicide shall be applied to growing leaves, stems, and
base of resprouts. Caution must be taken to avoid over-application and runoff.

Other General Requirements.

Basis of Payment. The activities described in this Section are incidental to other Work and
shall be accomplished by Contractor at no additional cost to Owner.

No Access to Utilities. Owner is not required to provide any utility services. Contractor
shall provide, at its sole expense, any costs for temporary electrical, heat, sanitary sewer,
water, and any sanitary conveniences and shelters (such as portable toilets) for workers, all
as needed to complete the Work.

Protection of Existing Utilities. Existing utilities are not shown on the Drawings. Contractor
(a) shall familiarize itself with the location of all utilities and structures that may be found in
the area of the Work; (b) assumes responsibilities for all utilities; and (c) acknowledges that
the actual locations and/or elevations of the utilities may be different than indicated. T If any
damages occur to utilities because of Contractor's acts or omissions, Contractor shall repair
such damages, at its expense, in a manner acceptable to Owner. The J.U.L.I.E. (Joint Utility
Locating Information for Excavators) system must be notified prior to starting any excavation
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activity so that the respective utilities may have adequate time to locate and mark their
underground facilities.

10.4 Maintenance of Site Access. All site access shall be limited to the access points as
determined in the field by Owner and Contractor. Contractor shall maintain access to the
Work Site at no additional cost to Owner. If dirt and debris are tracked onto adjacent public
streets or highways or Owner's trails, drives, parking areas or other property Contractor shall
thoroughly clean the pavement by 3:00 p.m. each workday or as often as required by Owner.
If any municipality or public agency, including Owner, is called to clean the pavement, all
resulting expenses shall be paid by the Contractor.

10.5 Construction Noise. To minimize the effect of construction noise in the area surrounding
the Work Site, Contractor shall comply, and cause its subcontractors to comply, with the
following requirements:

10.5.1 All engines and engine-driven equipment used for hauling or construction shall be (i)
equipped with an adequate residential rated muffler in constant operation and (ii)
properly maintained to prevent excessive or unusual noise.

10.5.2 Any machine or device or part thereof, which is regulated by or becomes regulated
by government noise standards shall conform to those standards.

10.6 Incidental Site Restoration.

10.6.1 Upon completion of the Work, Contractor shall remove all debris and excess
materials from the Site.

10.6.2 Contractor shall take all necessary and reasonable precautions to prevent any
damage to existing trees, foliage, plant materials, wetlands, structures, roads,
parking lots, trails, turf areas, finished topsoil areas, and other property of Owner,
the public, or private entities

10.6.3 Any such area disturbed by Contractor shall be restored to its original condition by
Contractor and at Contractor’s expense. The opinion of Owner shall be final in
determining acceptability of restored areas.

10.7 Protection and Care of Trees and Shrubs to Remain. Contractor shall not damage, cut,
prune, transplant or remove any tree; attach any rope, wire, nail or other object to any tree;
allow any gaseous, liquid or solid substance or equipment to contact any tree or the soil
located within the dripline of any tree; impair normal surface drainage around any tree; or
allow any fire to burn which will injure any tree or act in any way to affect the vigor or
appearance of any tree, except as such action is specifically authorized by these
Specifications or the Drawings as to individually designated trees or groups of trees.

10.8 Protection of Streams, Lakes, Wetlands, and Reservoirs. Contractor shall provide
adequate planning and supervision during the Work for implementing construction methods,
processes, and clean-up procedures necessary to prevent water pollution and to control
erosion.
